At the 2003 Annual Meetings, the CBNorthwest constituency agreed to operate temporarily by the CBAmerica Declaration of Faith. This decision included an intent to develop and submit at the 2004 Annual Meetings a fresh regional doctrinal statement under which CBNorthwest would operate.

That new statement is not yet in place. That  being the case Warren Fleischmann made a motion that the constituency extend operation under the CB Doctrinal Declaration of Faith on a provisional basis until a regional doctrinal statement is in place.  
The motion was seconded and passed by verbal vote.
