Warren Fleischmann moved to accept these names as credentialed messengers; the motion was seconded by Richard Hiebert. Passed, verbal vote.
Ballot Vote on Association Identity Document
The trustee board brought a motion for the acceptance of the Identity Document (Covenant, Doctrine, Polity, Philosophy); second was made by Ben Cross. Paper ballots were completed by constituents and turned in to their area association’s trustee.
These votes will be counted by the trustees immediately following the meeting. 
Ballot Vote on By-Laws

The trustee board brought a motion for the acceptance of the amended by-laws; second was made by John Gustafson. Paper ballots were completed by constituents and turned in to their area association’s trustee.
After the vote was taken, a question came from the floor regarding the purpose of giving all churches up to 3 votes regardless of the size of the church. Mark Hoeffner explained the rational behind giving all churches a maximum of 3 votes.

A question came from the floor regarding whether the trustees have ever considered a proxy voting system. Trustees have considered this option but rejected it for various reasons.
A question came from the floor regarding the status of churches who vote against the Identity Document. Mark explained that churches are not immediately excluded, but each church will determine their own status given the content of the Identity Document and their desire to continue in affiliation. 

Question regarding the future financial stability of CBNorthwest if the churches react negatively to the acceptance or rejection of the proposed Identity Document. Mark explained that giving to CBNorthwest has decreased over the past 15-17 years; five years ago, church contributions made up 20% of CBNorthwest income; today, it is 13%. Mark is hopeful that the subsequent budget shortfall will be met by churches over time.
Concern was expressed from the floor that certain churches with historic affiliation with CBNorthwest are being excluded from affiliation on the basis of the new identity document.
At this point, a motion to conclude discussion was made by Ed Niswender; second by Rich Hagenboth. Motion passed, verbal vote.

Vote on 2006 Budget
The 2006 budget, presented earlier in the morning and discussed at the regional caucus meetings, comes as a motion from the Trustee Board. It was seconded by Dale Matthieu. 
The motion passed by verbal vote.
